On 3 Now 1827, Samuel Frisbie and his wife Sally D, brought suit against Thoma=
B. Lucy, claiming he wrongfully had in his possession four MNegro children ¢Clice?, =
tive-year-old girl, Daniel, age four, Minerva, age three, and an unnamed bov, age
one) who were born to a Negro woman named Elsy, alias Alsey, whom Thomas White had
given to his daughter Sally D. White "now Sally D. Frisbie." The court ruled in

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CATO YERSUS EASLEY AND VICE VERSA

Wyche Cato died intestate, leaving his widow Martha and four minor children:
Burrell, Feraby, Franklin, and Green. At an estate sale held by administrator Lewis
Cato in July 1817, Martha asked Roderick Easley to co-sign a large note to Cato as
administrator, Believing she would inherit enough to pay it herself, he did. She
subsequently married James H. Irons and died soon thereafter (before April 18Z21),

A court battle erupted when Cato sued Easley for payment of the July 1817 note,
which Martha had never paid. Easley vehemently protested the suit, contending that
Martha, who had deeded much of her share of Wyche’s personal property tincluding
slaves Rodah and Sarah?) to the four children just prior to her remarriage, should
have reserved enough property to pay the note, and since she hadn‘t, it was up to
the children {(through their guardian Cato) to use the deeded property to satisfy the
claim.

Cases in both Marengo and Washington County Circuit Courts from fApril 1821 tc
April 1827, with judgments for first one side and then the other, climaxed in an
appeal by Cato to the Alabama Supreme Court in 1829, The higher court decided
against Easley on the grounds that the judgment against Cato was too high, and sent
it back to the lower court...
